Included in this packet is information that will hopefully make your transition to Orchard Place a little bit easier.
We have put together a packet of information that includes a map, a list of businesses in Englewood that you may find
useful as well as other resources to help you navigate your way around your new home.
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Activities

We have activities in the building that will be posted on the Bulletin Boards on all the floors and on the first floor.
There are sign up sheets for the dinners. We have about 3-4 dinners a year. There will be a sign-up sheet for each
dinner in the lobby on the first floor. Keep an eye out for these bulletins as these will keep you aware of various
activities in the buiding.

As well as the dinners, there is Bingo every Tuesday at 6:15 pm in the Community Room.
We also celebrate on the 2nd Thursday of every month any resident's birthday for that month . Please be sure
to attend if it is your Birthday month!

There is a Bible Study group which meets every Wednesday at 3:00.
There is also a Monday night card game whch meets at 6:00. These both meet in the Community Room.

The Round Table with EHA meets monthly with EHA to discuss resident concerns and update residents on
changes/improvements in the buiding - watch for dates on Bulletin Boards.

The Building Attendants are
there for specific duties as well as any problems that you call the Emergency Number for, and they determine to then
call the Attendant or night maintenance. The Attendants lock all community rooms at 9:30 pm, unlock doors by 7:00
am, lock off elevator #2 for movers and open door for police and open doors for people who lock themselves out.
